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CONCEPT DEVELOPMENT OF VISUALLY IMPAIRED CHILDREN A MANUAL FOR TEACHERS IN INTEGRATED SETTINGS
CHAPTER-I
INTRODUCTION :
Ministry of Human Resource Development vide their sanction letter No. F.2- 3/98-PN.I1 dated 27.3.98 sanctioned to the All India Confederation of the Blind a project entitled “Providing A Research Base For Modifying Integrated Education For Visually Impaired Children”. Duration of the project was one year.The principal investigator was Shri Lai Advani.
The Investigator was appointed on 22.6.98. The project started from that date. The objects of the Project as enumerated by the Ministry of HRD are as follows:-
1. To identify gaps in the concept development of Visually Impaired children as compared with their sighted peers.
2. To study these gaps and to identify methods of overcoming the deficits identified in the study.
3. To prepare a manual for teachers working in special or common schools.
We studied 250 blind and an equal number of sighted children in the four schools in three States

The methodology adopted was to select 30 words from the prescribed text books of Hindi and Social Studies. Similar number of action words were taken from both types to books. The Investigator asked the students to explain the meaning of
each of these words.
The general finding was that blind students as compared with the sighted students had considerable difficulty in explaining the full meaning of physical concepts. For example a blind child knows the function of a boat but he could not describe it. However, in action words both blind and sighted students performed equally well. There was absolutely no difficulty in comprehending action words.
> In Chapter - 2 we will try to explain the general consideration governing the limitations of blindness. Detailed illustrations will be provided in the subsequent
chapters.

GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS
The main purpose of this manual is to indicate clearly to the student teacher main limitations of severe Visual Impairment. This will enable him to develop his own pedagogical strategies in order to enable visually impaired students to develop
accurate concepts.
The most important limitations of blindness lies in the range and variety of experiences available to him. With the loss of sight he misses out on many experiences.
What is the concept? PIAGET stipulates that a concept is class name developed through a series of experiences. For example, a dog is not a particular animal but rather the name of class of animals with some peculiar characteristics.
How does the child understand the difference between a particular object and the class of objects ? A chair is again a class. There may be a chair with arms, without arms, rectangular and many other kinds of chairs. However, the child has to understand the function of the chair and its main features.
A sighted child develops many of these concepts merely by glancing at the object. Blind child cannot do so.
The teacher student must appreciate difference between the senses of sight, touch and hearing. Sight is holistic sense. At one glance a child can see a whole chair or a table. However, a blind child develops his cognitive ability in a different way. He may have to be shown a chair or a table bit by bit so that he can develop an accurate mental image of the object shown to him and retain it for further utilization.
This cause for developing special strategies to teach visually impaired children. Demonstration from a distance is ineffective.
Every object must be shown to a blind child individually and bit by bit. The holistic image will be formed in his brain depending on how accurately the object has been presented to him.
Hearing does provide a sense of direction but it does not give any information to the child about the shape and even function of a particular object. Hearing though most essential for language development is of little importance in developing accurate mental images of the object.
Another important limitation of blindness is that the child is unable to exercise the same control over the environment as the child with sight. The child exercises his control over the environment on the basis of information quickly received by him from the environment. The blind child is deprived of the sense of the sight and therefore, cannot monitor the environment in the same fashion.
Therefore, sensory training is of crucial importance in teaching visually impaired children. For example a blind child may identify a restaurant by the clatter of tea cups or coffce cups. He may also identify soap from the smell of the soaps and other objects sold in that shop. Sensory training assumes significance regardless of whether the child is placed in a special school or an integrated school. Without sensory training education of a child without sight will remain totally incomplete.
Our study of 122 blind students between classes IT to V and 138 sighted students in same classes show's that blind children did have inadequate physical concepts. This dearly brings out the great importance of adapting teaching methods and materials to the needs of visually impaired children even in integrated settings. This can be done in such a fashion as to ensure that there is no disturbance in the education of other children. In fact more detailed teaching will bring benefits to both blind and sighted children in the same class. Blind people are being gradually mainstreamed. The Supreme Court has decided that blind people should be allowed to appear in IAS and other competitive examinations. This means that henceforth they will play an increasingly important role in the administration and development of the country. It is hardly necessary to emphasise that these functions cannot be carried out without developing accurate and well developed concepts in the minds of blind children.
In the subsequent chapters we will undertake more detailed discussion of how teaching strategies and materials should be adapted to the teaching of visually impaired children.

ILLUSTRATIONS :
in the preceding two chapters we have tried to present certain basic principles to be borne in mind in teaching visually impaired children. Basically, these suggestions are applicable to those children who have no vision at all or have only light perception or are unable to see objects clearly. Some separate suggestions will be made in a different chapter on the problems encountered by low vision children.
The principles outlined earlier have been derived largely from the study we made. They have also been derived from the literature on blindness available in this country or abroad. Thus the manual is based on the experience of the investigator as well as the result of the study.
The study clearly indicated that blind children had difficulty in developing accurate images of physical objects. This will become clear as we study the tables given below.
In the succeeding tables we will clearly show what are the particular words in which blind children had difficulty in developing accurate mental images. These tables should be studied by the student-teacher in order to adapt his methods to teach blind children,

CHAPTER-4 ORIENTATION AND MOBILITY
We have pointed out earlier that one of the major limitations of visual loss is in the field of orientation and mobility. What is the meaning of orientation? As in the case oTconcept development orientation is achieved by developing an accurate mental image of the space in which a blind child wishes to operate. If he has an accurate mental image of the environment he will have much less difficulty in mobility. He will be able to find direction without hindrance.
In mobility the most difficult task is the detection of obstacles. For example, if a blind child enters into a classroom he must know where the desk is so that he does not bump into it. He must know where the teacher sits so that he can direct his attention in that direction. ■
Orientation is learnt by sensory training. The process of sensory development is the same in orientation as for concept development. For example, games can be developed whereby a child is asked to find the direction by listening to sound coining from one or the other direction. A blind child should be exposed to tactual example of rough and smooth surfaces as well as various geometrical shapes like triangles, rectangles and squares and the like.
This can be done as part of the curriculum. For example if an integrated school has resource room some models can be kept in that room, raised diagrams made on the thermo form machine could be shown to him. Models of animals like a horse, a cow and an elephant and the like could be kept in the resource room.
All these experiences will help the blind child to develop his concepts better and achieve better orientation. This will give him much better independence in mobility.
Blind child functions on the basis of echo location. The echos of his foot steps enable him to perceive all objects above shoulder level. Cane techniques have to be learnt to locate objects below shoulder level.
However, a white cane should be used to detect objects below shoulder level. The pre-cane could be adopted by the resource teacher. When the child reaches his 6lh or 7lh class, appropriate utilisation of the long cane technique could also be taught to him. The most common technique is to move the cane from right to left without touching the ground or if necessary by touching the ground so that blind child detects the obstacles before he bumps into them.
Teaching orientation and mobility is of crucial importance in developing his independence in movement. Without independence he may find it very difficult to manage in the ordinary school.

It will not be advisable for the regular class room teacher to undertake the teaching of special skills like the use of special appliances or orientation and mobility to blind children. These tasks should be left to the resource or itinerant teacher. What are these skills? Some of the following skills are absolutely necessary
1. Teaching Braille
2. Teaching use of mathematical equipment.
3. Orientation and mobility
4. Reading embossed maps.
These are sometimes called “Plus Curriculum”. These are the minimum skills for successfully integrating a blind child in the regular class room.

TEACHING LOW VISION CHILDREN
In the earlier four chapters we have talked of the methods to be used to teach those who are Braille readers. With the new developments in optics a large number of magnifiers have come on the market. All varieties are not available in this country. Magnifiers in glass are heavy and could give rise to peripheral distortions. The question of developing an aspheric plastic lens is under consideration by specialists in this country.
Following important class room management techniques should be borne in mind while dealing with low vision children.
1. The child should be seated as near the black board as possible.
2. The child should be seated near a window or any other natural source of light.
3. The child should be placed in the class room where there is a uniform lighting.
4. The surface in the class room should be non-reflective to avoid glare.
5. Appropriate magnifying lenses should be used. Hand lenses, table magnifiers, spectacle magnifiers, telescopic lenses and the like.
6. The child should be asked to write with a felt pen or even a reed pen so that bold writing is possible.
The children with limited vision have different mobility problems. They do not have the same problem in orientation as the totally blind. Even if a child has lost peripheral vision he may bump into objects on the side. On the other hand, if he has lost central vision he may bump into objects in front of him to avoid obstacles on both the sides.
Number of children with limited vision have difficulty in identifying steps therefore, the use of different colour for the stairs would be of considerable assistance. Blind children with very limited vision should be given a little more time to write their answers. They should be encouraged to learn Braille because quite often the eye condition from which they suffer may be progressive and the sight may be completely lost. Therefore, as far as possible a child with limited vision should be encouraged to learn Braille even if this means very hard work.
Recorded books should be provided wherever possible. Maps in different colours and broad sizes should be provided for him by resource teacher. These should be locally developed by the resource or itinerant teacher.
SUGGESTIONS FOR TEACHERS
Following are some suggestions for the teachers to bear in mind:-
(1) Show them the objects tactually
(2) Show them objects wholly not partly.
(3) Embossed maps, science models should be used.
(4) The teacher must be alert to every opportunity to bring about active participation on the part of the child in those particular aspects of a learning situation which will best promote his growth and development.
(5) It is advisable in a subject like arithmetic to encourage the use of mental computation to avoid unnecessary writing and copying. The pupil should be required to write down only the important steps in the problem solving sequence in order to avoid fatigue.
(6) The use of a variety of objects is especially helpful. Thus the child is able to combine the use of his residual vision with his tactile sense resulting in the acquisition of broader arithmetical concepts.
(7) Children with limited vision should be trained to be “ear-minded” rather than “eye-minded”. Where possible, substitute manual and auditory experience for visual tasks.
(8) Teacher should plan communication so that the language used does not exceed the child’s level of understanding.
(9) The teacher should verbalise any thing written on the black board in order to enable the blind child to comprehend what is written on the black board. He should also be afforded an opportunity for the use of the other senses like auditory, touch and smell.
(10) The teacher should give non-visual directions for destination using compass, right and left clues with reference to where the Visually Impaired child is.
(11) Remedial teaching programme should be worked out by the teacher which may be conducive for children with specific educational needs.
CLASS ROOM SETTING :
The physical setting of the class room should be such that it enables both
teacher and child to work comfortably and efficiently. The following suggestions are
useful in providing a desirable environment not only for the child with poor vision but
all the children in the class
1. Arrange seating and class room situation generally so that the child does not suffer fatigue by having to face the light.
(a) Teachers should not stand against radiators and window sills while * talking to the class so that the child faces the light directly.
(b) Do not make use of the space between the under windows, as the child will then be forced to face the light in his attempts to observe what has been placed in these areas.

(c) Allow the child to sit where he has what is for him the best light so that chans, demonstrations, bulletin boards and chalkboard work are readily visible and free from glare.
Some eye conditions are such that children will work best in situations where the level of illumination is not too high; Health Service personnel should point out such instances to class room teachers.
2. ELIMINATE GLARE
(a) Avoid having highly polished surfaces on desks and other working areas, as they create glare and discomfort.
(b) Glass covered pictures, decorations and similar objects on walls produce glare.
3. Seats should provide maximum comfort so that the child’s position in the seat
is such that all materials used are at a comfortable eye-level.
(a) A seat or desk that is too high or too low, too narrow or too broad, can cause much general physical discomfort as well as eye discomfort. Corrective steps may be taken by
(i) Use of movable, adjustable, dull-surfaced, tilt-top desk.
(ii) Providing a reading rack or adjustable easel, properly placed so that material may be brought up to eye level.
4. lighting
(a) Make the most of the room illumination by adjusting shades for maximum comfort. Use artificial illumination to supplement natural light when necessary (minimum of 40 foot candles desirable).
(b) Light entering the room should fall in such a way that shadows do not form in working areas.
(c) Usually light coming over the left shoulder is best for right handed children, over the right shoulder for those children who are left-handed.
(d) Avoid creating a shadow on workspace by bending over a child while working with him.
(e) Avoid the use of curtains, the placing of plants or other objects which cut down the amount of light coming through the windows.
PARENTAL ATTITUDES
It is well known that parental attitudes influence profoundly formal school performance of all children. Blindness in children could give rise to special attitudes which quite often negatively affect the school performance of these children. The following attitudes are most commonly noticed

Acceptance is most positive attitude and is likely to influence the personality development, self concept and other aspects of the child’s development. But unfortunately full acceptance is rare.
It has been observed that very poor families reject the blind child. There is very close association between poverty and blindness. Therefore, a large number of' blind children are rejected by their families and they do not do well in the regular or special school.
Denial is also a form of rejection. Quite often the parent denies that his child is blind. This happens particularly in the case of low vision children. Undue pressures are put on the child to perform better but he cannot often do so because of his inability to see the black board or do close written work.
Over protection is one of the most destructive attitude. The parent may want to do everything for the child depriving him of the opportunity to develop the daily living skills, orientation and mobility and other essential skills which should enable him to adjust to the regular school or special school environment.
One reason why parents have negative attitudes towards blind children is that their expectations from these children are very low. They do not believe that blind child is capable of receiving good education and becoming a contributing citizen. Therefore, one of the important responsibilities of the resource or itinerant teacher is to explain to the parents the latest potential of blind children. This could be done by telling them success stories and many success stories are available in this country. Many blind persons have received higher education and have been appointed in the University and other jobs.
The Government of India have reserved one per cent vacancies for blind people in all classes of employment. Therefore, theoretically it is possible for a blind person to become a senior civil servant.

All this needs to be explained to the parents over and over again in order to change negative into positive attitude. Such a change will considerably influence the performance of the blind children in special and regular schools.

STRATEGIES FOR INTEGRATING VISUALLY IMAPIRED CHILDREN IN RURAL AREAS
A large number of schools in rural areas are one room schools. One classroom may have between 50-100 children with one teacher. Placing a visually impaired child in that situation may not benefit him unless special strategies are adopted.
Appointment of a resource or itinerant teacher may not be feasible. Blind children are so scattered that they may be available in SMALL numbers in many schools. Even if an itinerant teacher is appointed he will be spending more time in travelling than in teaching.
One possibility is that the Rehabilitation Council of India or some other agency should organise short condensed courses for training the regular class room teacher. In that way the regular class room teacher can offer some assistance to the visually impaired child.
Experience shows that child to child learning is more effective than learning from a teachcr. Therefore, another possibility is to give some orientation to peers w'ho can assist visually impaired children in a situation where the teacher has virtually no time to pay special attention to the visually impaired child.
Dividing the class into small groups and placing a visually impaired child in a group headed by a brilliant student might be another possible strategy. In group teaching peers and the teachers can give greater attention to the visually impaired child.
Blind children need to learn Braille. It is not difficult for a sighted person to learn Braille. The regular class room teacher or even one of the students could be taught Braille so that he could assist the visually impaired child. Children with low vision do not require a special medium for reading. They can read ordinary print with the help of magnifiers. It will be necessary for the management to provide special magnifiers for children with limited vision.
It might be useful for the Ministry of HRD to convene a small workshop where strategies for the rural schools are considered. Many strategies are possible and it will be advisable to undertake research and experiment with variety of strategies to determine which of them will be most appropriate in rural situations.

CHAPTER-9 MODELS FOR INTEGRATIONS
Most common model prevalent in urban areas is the resource teacher plan. In this model a separate room is reserved where special equipment is kept and the student taken out of the regular class room for some time to be taught the use of special equipment for those subjects which he is not able to understand in the regular class room. The other plan is itinerant or travelling teacher plan. In this plan the teacher travels to several schools where blind students are placed. He advises the regular class room teacher on managing the visually impaired child and also teaches the child some special skills.
The question that inevitably arises is what equipment should the resource room have. Here wc indicate below the minimum equipment needed for a resource room

As pointed out in the preceding chapter, in rural circumstances, it may not be possible to have a proper travelling teacher. In that case it may be advisable to develop a small learning comer in the class room. This could be just one almirah with a Braille slate, brailler, abacus, taylor frame and some embossed maps kept in the almirah. These could be shown to the visually impaired child as and when required. If a travelling teacher is appointed, it may not be possible to have a resource room in every school. Therefore, it may be advisable for the teacher to have a travelling kit. The kit may have the following equipment >
1. Braille slate
2. Abacus
3. Taylor frame
4. Raised maps
It is possible for an innovative teacher to develop some teaching learning materials locally. For example, geometrical shapes can be made by using pins and rubber bands, maps can be made by using thick paper and thread.
Teaching Visually Impaired children calls for considerable imagination and innovativeness on the part of the teacher. Above all dedication is of crucial importance. Therefore, the suggestions made in this manual are tentative. An imaginative teacher can make many more adaptations.

FINAL CONSIDERATIONS :
The object of our study was to identify gaps in the concept development of Visually Impaired children. In the preceding chapters it has been clarified that the many gaps lie in the area of visual concepts. We have also suggested some teaching strategies to overcome this problem.
The main issue in the field of Visual Impairment is personal and community prejudice. A number of people cannot bring themselves to initiate a conversation with the blind person. They also assume that he is either too gifted or too dull to interact. Both these extreme attitudes need to be modified. The resource teacher with the help of regular classroom teacher must first try to modify the attitudes of peers.
Once a thaw takes place interaction will be natural and without encouragement. However, in the initial stages it is the responsibility mainly of the resource teachers to persuade the classroom teacher as well as peers to interact without any inhibitions with a blind child.
This is the biggest obstacle. Once this is overcome interaction of blind and sighted children should be natural. Many cases are available where blind students have ATTAINED very high marks in public examinations.
True a blind child may need some help from peers but this will be willingly given if a free interaction is established.
This manual is addressed to the student teacher who wishes to become a resource teacher or even to practising resource teachers. We hope that the illustrations provided and the suggestions made here will be of some value to practising as well as potential resource teachers.
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
